ORIGINALITY

momma. As growing up, Goldbeak’s eagle ways cause him great difficulty in fitting in with the rest
of the chickens. He is in so much trouble that he is forced to leave the town.

Ratchet, Goldbeak’s courageous chicken sister follows Goldbeak on the adventure of explore. In
Avian City, Goldbeak finally finds his uncle and learned that he was from an uncommon family. He
works very hard to join the eagle scouts of Avian City. With extraordinary flying strength, Goldbeak
earns the recognition that he always wanted.
